Center of the arena, run a large fast circle to the right, and CHANGE LEADS at the center ‘

6 Continue around the previous circle to the left, But do not close this circle. Continue up the

Right side of the arena staying at least 20 feet from the wall or fence, Past the center marker '
do a SLIDING STOP and do a RIGHT ROLLBACK, No hesition.

7 Continue around bottomend of the arena, run straight down the left side of the arena staying at
Least 20 feet from the wall or fence, past the center marker do a SLIDING STOP and do a
LEFT ROLLBACK, No hesition.

8 Continue around bottom end of the arena, run straight down the right side of the arena staying at

Least 20 feet from the wall or fence, past the center marker do a SLIDING STOP. BACKUP
At least 10 feet. HESITATE to demostrate completion of the pattern.
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Rider may have to dismount and drop the bridle to the designated judge
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
